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Before coming to America, Fatima was living i
in a refugee camp in eastern Chad. She, her
four brothers and her mother fled their village
in Sudan’s Darfur region when the Janjaweed
attacked. With no school and few organized
activities, her days were spent walking the

dangerous streets of the camp, and waiting.

Today, Fatima is a 3rd grader at ICS. She loves
coming to school and finds ICS a stimulating
and nurturing environment. Fatima is learning
English, expresses herself beautifully through
her artwork, and plays soccer after school
with children from around the world. Her
mother keeps up with Fatima’s progress with
the help of her Arabic-speaking Teaching
Assistant, and the family receives food from
ICS volunteers once a month.
